	Travel Plan
	Required for food and non-food retail, cinema and conference facilities, other leisure (D2) uses (excluding stadium) from and above 1000 sq.m gross floorspace; B1 (including office, higher and further education establishments from and above 2500 sq.m gross floorspace; stadia of 1500+ seats.
