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LITTER & FLY-TIPPING





Dear Fly-spotters,

Our project has been underway for just over a month now and I am very pleased to be able to tell you that over 95 volunteers are now signed up to the project, with this number growing by the day. I feel this support is great testimony to the strong community commitment to tackling the problem of fly-tipping, which causes economic loss to our farmers and land owners, blights our landscape and causes danger to our wildlife.

The Environment Agency has also confirmed a great start to the project, with 18 reports received within the first month. Particular congratulations go to the village of Buriton for their vigilance in fly-spotting this month. There will be a quarterly report from the Environment Agency at the beginning of September when they will analysis the data collected in more detail. I will update you on our findings once they have completed our analysis. 

The Environment Agency has also confirmed that once the first quarterly report has been produced it will provide an opportunity to start locating hotspots within our project area. With the help of the police, the Environment Agency hopes to target some hotspots to disturb activities and check that waste handlers are registered and have the correct paperwork for waste carried. I will keep you up to date on these activities when they arise.

Meeting with Hampshire County Council- tell us your concerns:

As agreed at the Launch event, I am looking to organise a meeting with Hampshire County Council representatives to discuss practical issues designed to reduce the amount of fly-tipping on the ground. These discussions will focus around the following question: 

How and what can be improved to make it easier for people to dispose of their rubbish in a safe and responsible manner and not in the countryside? 

Some ideas were raised at the launch event, but I would be very interested to hear your thoughts on what can be done on the ground to limit fly-tipping and support the work we are doing. I have attached a form for you to include your comments. If we could have your forms back before Friday 6th August, I would be very grateful. They will then be discussed and refined at the next Project Group [Executive] meeting, before taking them forward to Hamsphire County Council.
