Welcome to the second Central newsletter from the East Hampshire Community Safety Partnership.  This newsletter tells you what the partnership have been working on from July to September 2010. The East Hampshire Community Safety Partnership is made up of organisations which work together to reduce crime.  

 Test Purchase Operations
A test purchase operation is where a person under 18 tries to buy alcohol from an off licence.  These operations are run by the police or Trading Standards.  There were 80 test purchases with a failure rate of 22%.  Action was taken against those premises selling to people under 18 years. Police conducted a test purchase operation in the East Hampshire District, using a 16 year old male who attempted to purchase alcohol at a number of off licence premises.

Street Watch 


Street Watch commanded five pages of the Telegraph Magazine on 18th Sept. The article spoke of pioneering community empowerment to the point that the Home Office is considering adopting it as a national model. Street Watch is a police initiative which invited members of the community to join it.  It is a real team effort which is rapidly gaining status and support.  Street Watch has about 200 volunteers in 12 schemes in Hampshire, Bedfordshire and Surrey.
Monthly local meetings to discuss crime and anti social behaviour
The East Hampshire Community Safety Partnership launched local meetings to discuss crime and anti social behaviour.  The meetings are called CTCG and they take place in four areas across the district each month.  Membership includes Councillors and local workers who discuss issues and set actions. Prevent and Deter Officer
The Prevent and Deter Officer works with 14 to 17 year olds at risk of offending.  This officer is currently working with 5 young people in the Petersfield and surrounding area.
Butserquest
Butserquest was a free event which involved 18 bands battling against each other to win a slot on the first or second stage at Butserfest in September.  It was partly organised by young people from Amery Hill School following a suggestion in Citizenship Lessons.  This was an incredibly successful event which had an attendance from all over the district of approximately 500 people.  200 young people engaged with the drugs, alcohol, sexual health and domestic abuse services. 

Butserfest
Butserfest took place on 11th September and attracted 2,000 young people. In addition to the fun ctivities for young people and two music stages, support services regarding drugs, alcohol, domestic abuse and sexual health were also on hand.  249 young people were tested for Chlamydia with the NHS screening team having their most successful event of the year.  Chlamydia is said to affect 1 in 14 young people and can lead to infertility if not treated.  It is a quick and easy test which is very easily cured by tablets.

Parent Voice

Is a one stop shop of information for parents of children (0 – 19 yrs) with disabilities and/or additional needs. ASBOs

There are two types of Anti Social Behaviour Order, Post Conviction ASBOs and Civil ASBOs.  In total we have 8 ASBOs in the East Hampshire District Council area and they are all on adults.  If a person breaches their ASBO too many times, they will probably go to prison.  

Post Conviction ASBOs 
The Police apply for the ASBO when the person goes to court for their offence.  The ASBO lasts a minimum of 2 years and the conditions on the ASBO are very varied depending on what the person is doing wrong.  We have 7 Post Conviction ASBO's in the EHDC area.  5 are in Alton, 1 in Whitehill and 1 in Petersfield.  

Most relate to general Anti Social Behaviour/violence, usually whilst drunk either in or around licensed premises and generally in the night time economy.  
Civil ASBOs are applied for by the Local Authority.  We have one of these in the EDHC area and that is South Of Butser and relates to general anti social behaviour.
Accredited Community Safety Officers (ACSOs).

Hampshire County Council has a team of Accredited Community Safety Officers with several dedicated to the East Hants District.

No Cold Calling Zones

The ACSOs worked with others to set up No Cold Calling Zones in Petersfield. In September they interrupted several door to door salesmen who were involved in cold calling households in Petersfield.

Junior Community Team

The ACSOs run the very popular Junior Community Team (JCT) initiative and have been busy making arrangements for the next sessions to be held at a local East Hants junior school. These will commence this November. Details of the scheme can be found at http://www3.hants.gov.uk/communitysafety.htm  
Road Safety Presentations

The ACSOs have recently delivered several road safety presentations to schools in Petersfield and East Meon and will soon be presenting a stranger danger lesson to pupils at East Meon junior school.

The team have also arranged a community football tournament to be held at The Petersfield School in early December. 
The ACSO enforcement work is varied and often involves dealing with low level anti social behaviour; this will include dealing with incidents of underage drinking. Pictured below was a confiscation made by our officers from a young group of youths during an incident in Petersfield in September. 
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Routine procedure with an incident of this nature meant we informed the parents and disposed of the alcohol. Along with our partner agencies we then make enquiries to try and establish where it was purchased.

ACSO drop in session

On November the 10th our officers will be holding a very informal meet and greet session at Winton House pop in café. We will be on hand to answer any questions and listen to any issues or concerns you may have.
