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Community Chest Grant Scheme
Application Form & Guidance Notes 2025

East Hampshire Lottery intends to award grants to Good Causes who can deliver exciting projects, services and activities that will benefit the residents of East Hampshire. The Community Chest is the associated grant scheme set-up to award funds raised through East Hampshire Community Lottery ticket sales as a portion of every ticket sold is collected into this fund. This funding scheme is overseen and managed by the Community Team at East Hampshire District Council. 

Registered Good Causes are invited to submit applications to the Community Chest for grants up to a maximum of £1,000. 

Completed applications must be received by 11:59pm Monday 20th October 2025. 

PLEASE NOTE YOU CAN ONLY APPLY FOR THIS FUNDING IF YOU ARE A REGISTERED GOOD CAUSE OF THE EAST HAMPSHIRE COMMUNITY LOTTERY. 

Community Chest fund project criteria:
1. Only Good Causes registered with the East Hampshire Community Lottery are eligible to submit an application. 
2. By the application deadline 11:59pm Monday 20th October 2025, Good Causes must have sold a minimum of 50 tickets in the last 12 months. This will be checked before applications are passed to the awarding panel. 
3. Good Causes must ensure the funding they are requesting will provide new, expanded or improved facilities, activities or services for the benefit of residents in East Hampshire. 
4. Good Causes may only submit one application per funding round.
5. Your project must benefit the residents of East Hampshire and not conflict with council policy.
6. Awards cannot be used retrospectively; that is to replace money already spent, or to cover items or services that have already been purchased. Organisations should not commit themselves to a project, or any spending before any final decision is made.
7. Your project must be delivered within twelve months from receipt of funds, unless otherwise agreed.  
8. Along with the fully completed application form, Good Causes may be asked to submit a copy of their Constitution or other relevant documents as part of the application process.
9. Good Causes will be provided with a logo and must acknowledge the funding award from the East Hampshire Community Fund in its marketing, website and premises as appropriate.
10. If your application is successful, you will be required to complete a monitoring form, twelve months following the award of any grant. We will require evidence of spend/receipts and photographs if appropriate. 
11. These terms and conditions may be subject to change for future rounds of applications.

We CANNOT fund: 
1. Projects which relate solely to religious purposes. Religious organisations must be able to demonstrate that the funding will benefit the wider, non-religious community. Funding will not be available to any organisation solely for religious purposes or for the promotion of religion;
2. Core running costs or salaries;
3. Projects which “pre-discriminate” certain members of the community;
4. Projects which will only benefit individuals (five or less);
5. Political activities or lobby groups;
6. Organisations applying on behalf of a third party

Process for applying
1. Ensure that your project meets the criteria listed above.
2. Complete your application form and submit to communitylottery@easthants.gov.uk by 11:59pm Monday 20th October 2025.
3. Applications will be assessed by an officer of the Community Team to ensure they meet the criteria.
4. All eligible applications will be presented to the Cabinet Liaison Grants Panel for final decision.
5. Notifications on decisions will be sent to all applicants by the end of December. 

It is expected that there will be more applications submitted than funding available. Each application will be assessed individually. The decision of the Panel is final. 

For successful applicants, please be aware that registration and payment can take up to 6 weeks, please take this into consideration when planning your project. 

If your application is successful, we will pay your grant into your group’s bank account using the BACS system.  We will be in contact with you for this information. We can only pay money into the group’s bank account and not into an individual’s personal account.
